“An Unknown God”

Q:  Name, if you can, some of the ancient Greek gods maybe you studied in school?
Q:  Which one would you want to be and why?

Q:  Why do you think they created so many different gods that did so many different things?

Comment

Long ago many believed different forces of nature were controlled by different gods and that no one God was big or strong enough to do it all.  Paul ends up in Athens where he has the chance to teach about the one true God that many do not know.

Read Acts 17: 16-23

Q:  Why do you think Paul was so troubled as he looked around and saw different gods?

Q:  What did all of Paul’s concern cause Paul to do?  What would you have done?

Q:  What were some of the Greek Philosophers that you have read about in school that everyone was probably talking about?
Q:  What are some new teachings today that people get all excited about?  (Oprah’s new earth book or that we send positive or negative energy into the universe)

Read Acts 17: 24-29

Q:  What are some characteristics of this “unknown god” Paul speaks of?

Q:  What was God’s purpose according to what Paul says?
Q:  Why isn’t God found molded into gold or silver like some of the other gods?

Read Acts 17: 30-34

Q:  Why was God patient with people in the past?

Q:  Why is God so intent about everyone turning to him now?  What does Paul mean by saying “now he commands everyone?”

Q:  Why do you think people laughed at Paul when he discussed the resurrection?

Q:  Why is Paul always looking for an opportunity to share Christ?
Q:  Who is someone you know whether kid or adult that is good about telling others about Christ?

Q:  Why do you think some people are better at sharing their beliefs than you?
Q:  If God says he commands everyone to repent and turn to him what message should we be telling others?

Q:  Do you like Paul’s strategy in Athens about addressing an unknown god or do you think he was wasting his time?

Q:  What good came from his talk?

Q:  What good can come from our lives when we try to be Jesus to others?
