You can’t handle the truth!!

Q:  What do you think about when you hear the word testify or testimony?
Q:  Describe someone you heard give a testimony?

Q:  Is this a word we use a lot in our church?  Why not?

Q:  What about your baptism story is that a testimony?

Q:  Some of you in here tell me about how you became a Christian?

Comment

Paul is on trial for his life and is having to give a testimony about his activities as a Christian.  Consider what he says…Why he says it?...And what you might say if you were in a similar circumstance.  

Read Acts 26: 9-29
Q:  What is Paul’s testimony?

Q:  Why does he share it with them?

Q:  What does he say everyone must now do?

Q:  What does Festus think about Paul?

Q:  What does King Agrippa think about becoming a Christian?

Q:  Why do people like these two rulers have such a hard time believing the truth about Jesus?

Q:  Why do people in our culture have such a hard time believing about Jesus? Or do you think they believe they just don’t walk like Jesus tells us?
Q:  Many believe in Jesus but most don’t live like Jesus why not?

Q:  What does God expect our testimony to be?

Q:  How can our youth group use their testimony to better help others?

Q:  Why is Paul on trial for his life? (His Christian Testimony)
Q:  What did the Jews think about Paul’s testimony? (Blaspheme against God)
Q:  Would you be afraid if you were on trial for something with lawyers and everything?

Q:  Where in the world can you be put on trial for your faith?

Q:  What is Paul saying about his past?
